Chairman’s Report
It has been another unremarkable year, with most of the issues addressed recurring pretty regularly. Potholes, litter/fly tipping/waste management being some of the matters we discuss frequently. Preston Cemetery is also the Council’s responsibility. We have commented on several planning applications where we think the proposals might affect the amenity of residents. One of the highlights of the past year has been the bi-centenary of the first passenger railway in the World of the Stockton to Darlington line which we celebrated with our neighbouring parish, Egglescliffe.
We are a small parish and we do have a problem attracting residents to become councillors. The Council is currently up to full strength with 7 members, but some councillors have, in the past, found it hard t o maintain their membership. I myself, after nearly 20 years, will be retiring next year, so another vacancy will occur in 2027 at the Council elections.
The way we have attracted residents to be councillors in the recent past is through our twice a year Newsletter (which is now in its 23rd year of publication). I hope Members are able to continue writing and distributing the Newsletter in the near future.
